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We are busy planning for the 2010/2011 school year. We have planned
many major changes for next year, including 1) adding more electives (i.e.
cultural art, languages, higher math courses, and advanced science and
chemistry); 2) we are purchasing more smart boards and have invested
time and effort into staff training to provide more technology based instruc-
tion; 3) purchasing 60 more computers to upgrade our older computers —
we will also expand our APEX on-line digital computer program; 4) relocat-
ing grades 9 through12 to take more advantage of our limited space; 5) re-
locating grades 4 through 8 to provide self-contained classrooms and to ex-

pand math, science and art programs; and 6) adding additional art and
technology (computer instruction) for elementary students.

The newest addition that we offer is the computerized, on-line digital cur-
riculum — the program is called APEX. We offer many levels of APEX pro-
gramming to students, including a fully independent program; a blended
program consisting of traditional classroom instruction and limited on-line
coursework; and using the APEX program for credit recovery. We have
compiled data to date that demonstrates that students who use the APEX
program do extremely well. The APEX program can be used in any number
of flexible ways to meet the diverse learning characteristics of our students.
